Wake Up!

The following article is taken from the opening remarks
of Tom Powers at a retreat weekend that he led for the
Laymen’s Movement at Wainwright House in Rye, New
York, May 26 — 28, 1961. His subject is a practice called
“watching,” as it is taught in the New Testament.

The word for “watching” in the Greek is gregoreite ,

and its dictionary definition includes “be vigilant, pay at-
tention, be watchful,” but it also and more fundamentally
and far more significantly means, “wake, wake up, keep
awake.” A perfectly good modern equivalent of the origi-
nal meaning would be the command “Come to! Wake up!
Snap out of it!” The word “watch” conveys the true mean-
ing only if we read it as a sharp warning given to a sleep-
walking man who is about to step off the edge of a build-
ing — “Watch!”

One wishes to be a better person. One wishes to
get into some relationship with the power which gov-
erns the earth, to get into some relationship with in-
tegrity. | think in order to work toward these goals,
one needs to take one’s instruction from traditional
sources. We have a working heritage with the basics
already spelled out.

In the first four years of Alcoholics Anonymous,
before the Big Book was written, co-founders Bill and
Dr. Bob were developing the principles that were later
put down in the Steps. Among these was a practice
inherited from the Oxford Group of a daily prayer time
or “quiettime.”

Bill described the Oxford Group’s practice in the
following terms: “They were most ardent, too, in their
practice of meditation and prayer, at least one hour a
day, and two hours would be better. They felt that
when people commenced to adhere to these high moral
standards, then God could enter and direct their lives.”

The following article, which develops the idea of
a daily Eleventh Step time, is taken from a “Practice-
These-Principles” meeting of the Upstate Group led by
Tom P. Jr.

| had my early exposure to Alcoholics
Anonymous in the 1950s and '60s. There was
a kind of stability and standard practice dur-
ing those years in AA, and one of the things
that was very much talked about and prac-
ticed was the Eleventh Step time — prayer
and meditation or “quiet time.” The early AAs
talked about this Step with a certain kind of
urgency that | have a desire to pass on to you.

0K, one more,

but that is it.

The first six chapters of the Big Book were
written by people in a very unusual and very
high state. It is a state that you don’t get into
unless you are engaged in training for the life
of the spirit. And this training is not some-
thing that you will find hanging on every tree
in conventional religion. It's not something
that you receive by osmosis if you go to church
or synagogue once a week, or even if you are
very “active” in your denomination, doing a lot
of social work. As a recovering drunk, drug
addict, or fill-in-the-blank, you won’t get where
you need to go without serious work on a deeply
personal relationship with the Higher Power.

Too many of us, once we get a little sobri-
ety under our belts, are running around feel-
ing virtuous because we hold a steady job and
keep our budgets balanced now. “Getting along
in the world” isn’t worth a damn if you are ne-
glecting your spiritual life, and eventually you
will be taken down, either by a return to the
addictive substance or by some of these deadly
afflictions — depression, anxiety, plain old
boredom — that seep into a life that is sober
but not spiritually alive and growing.

Sober Doesnt MeanT rouble-Free

Our joy doesn’t have to wait until our lives
are in order and our troubles are
over. When we get into this Program,
very often, not only do our troubles
not go away, they seem to get worse.
| got sober in AA when | was twenty-
four. In the years since then, | have
had troubles of a kind | never
imagined when | was a wet-behind-
the-ears newcomer — the pain of my
first marriage ending in divorce and
the subsequent separation from my
three kids, a life-threatening battle
with cancer and other serious health
problems, not to mention numerous
arguments and separations and
really difficult situations with family
and friends.

There’s nothing more drizzly
than an AA meeting where the
speaker says, “Yup, | did this, and |
did that, and | made all my amends,

Stories of Recovery: Mary H.

My name is Mary, and | am an alcoholic
and addict. My alcohol problem brought me
into the Twelve Step Program in 1988. It was
as much as | was able to absorb at that time
that | was an alcoholic. | found out later that
| was a food addict, and | also had addictions
to cigarettes and prescription drugs.

| was raised in southern Ireland, and al-
coholism is in my family. My parents owned
a pub, which was full of music and a very fun
place. Ironically, | never touched alcohol in
my parents’ pub. That came after | left home.
Growing up, | was always among so many
people, and yet there were no guidelines for
living, and | felt very much alone. In those
days you didn't talk about love or acceptance.
| craved the approval of my dad and always
wanted to know that he thought | was good
enough. | remember those early years as a
very confusing time. | had two brothers. One
didn’t survive this illness of alcoholism; he
died at forty-eight. My older brother is still
living in Ireland.

He Never Came Back

| left home and got married quite young. |
had two small children, and | was expecting
my third, when | was faced with something |
was definitely not capable of handling at all.
My husband had a fishing trawler, and he and
his crew took off in Christmas week. He left
home, and he never came back. They were
all lost at sea.

My baby was born the following April. And
| had absolutely no way to deal with a tragedy
of that enormity. It was a very much publi-
cized affair. We were homeless — and | was
clueless, which was even worse. The next few
years were just chaos. | couldn’t deal with the
grief; | couldn’t deal with the shock; I couldn’t
deal with any of it. | started drinking two or
three years after he was gone. | will never
forget the feeling of that first drink. | didn’t

care about anybody’s approval after that.
When | had alcohol, life was totally different
— until it washed me down.

Sold on My Own Ideas

In the meantime | had a lot of good ideas,
and one of them was to get married again to
a man with five children. He had five, and |
had three, and we were going to live happily
ever after and pitch the kids in together and
have a grand old time. | remember somebody
saying to me, “You know, Mary, he is lovely,
but look what he’s got coming with him —
five children.” And | said, “Well, I'm not mar-
rying the children. I'm marrying him.” That
in itself will tell you something about my at-
titude: I'm doing what | want to do because it
is a very good idea, and | know it is going to
fix everything. | thought he was going to fix
me, but he didn’t. He died a few years after of
cancer.

| attempted my first geographical cure to
England in 1985. By this time | was drawing
the blinds. | wouldn't answer the phone. |
didn’t want any friends. The children were
all grown and had left home, except the young-
est one, and she was in her last year at
school. | didn't want to communicate with
anything or anybody except the bottle. One
day | figured, “I have to get out of here be-
cause if | stay | will become an alcoholic.”
And | would never live with that label — any-
thing but that.

| flew to England, and the grace of God is
wonderful. | didn’t have a home in England; |
didn’t have a job. But all that came, and within
a year | got into AA. The final wake-up call
was when | was found unconscious. | got into
AA in England, and that was my first separa-
tion from alcohol, and that was a huge, huge
miracle. After a little while, I didn’t have a
problem staying away from alcohol, and | was
feeling better about myself.

The next big event was another great idea
that | got in AA. | looked across, and he had
curly hair, and he was cute, and so | met my
husband Edward.

The alcohol was out of the way now, but
Mary was left — Mary’s needs and Mary’s in-
sanity and — above all — Mary’s separation
from God. | was a practicing Catholic, and |
never left the church, but I wasn’t doing busi-
ness with God.

| got a green card to enter the United
States, and we emigrated from England to this
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country. When we came to America it was a
food addict’s dream. I'll never forget the first

pizza — or the ice cream. It was like | was in
heaven. But | was very homesick, and | ate
to deal with those emotions. | am only four-

foot-eleven, and | ended up 100 pounds
heavier than | am right now — and that was

dieting. | had been dieting since | was twelve
years old and stealing candy in my father’s
store. | finally went into Overeaters Anony-

mous, and that helped me hugely.

Now the food was out of the way. The ciga-
rettes were down; the alcohol was down; the
prescription drugs were down. But | was still
unhappy and insecure, craving that approval.
There was only one place left to put the blame
— my husband. Ed was the cause of every-
thing, naturally. I had all my problems blamed
on others, especially on him.

Doing the Steps For the FirstTime

In 2000 a Big Book Step Study meeting
started in my locality. | went in there the first
night, not knowing what it was. It was an OA
meeting, but when | went in they were all
strangers to me. | felt immediately uncom-
fortable. They were not part of my OA, and
therefore they didn’t measure up. That night
| didn’t hear much about food. | heard a lot
about feelings, and | heard a lot about the
working connection with God. This turned out
to be the process of working the Steps, ac-
cording to the guidelines in the Big Book.

| started to actually do the Steps really
and truly for the first time. Up to that time |
only did Step One and Step Twelve. And | only
did the first part of Step One, “We admitted
we were powerless over alcohol.” | paid no
attention to the second part, “. . . that our
lives had become unmanageable.” | didn’t
believe my life was unmanageable and if |
did have discomfort or unmanageability, it
was certainly somebody else’s fault. | was
clearly at a loss for any type of truth. When
my sponsor said to me, “We have to dig into
the lies you are telling yourself,” | was of-
fended. | thought, “I may be scattered, but |
am not a liar.” But we got down to the causes
and conditions, and | soon found those lies. |
found my self-esteem problem. | found | had
a huge fear problem and an enormous pride
problem at the other end of the spectrum.

We walked through that inventory
process, and it definitely relieved me. Things
began to change. The two children that | had

lost through my addictive behavior weren'’t
in my life, although geographically they were
only around the corner. | had been trying
everything and anything to make that
relationship work. And | found only God could
bring that about. Today they are back in my
life, and that is a miracle.

| was diagnosed with terminal cancer in
2001. That brought a huge change into my
life because for the first time | was faced with
my mortality in a real sense. | wasn'’t given a
lot of time to live. My first thought was, “l don't
know anything about medicine or any of that
sort of stuff. All I know is that | have this in-
curable cancer, and there isn't a lot of time
to go.” | went to the church, and | kept in my
mind Jesus’ journey to Jerusalem when the
woman came behind and touched his cloak.
She couldn’t even get to him in the crowd,
but she touched his cloak and she was cured.
| realized that | needed healing. It was as if |
saw Jesus’ two hands. In one hand was this
terminal cancer, and in the other was every-
thing that was still wrong with my mind and
soul. | asked Jesus to heal my soul and my
thinking — and never mind about the can-
cer. Ten years later, | am grateful to be a can-
cer survivor.

A Different Church

| love that any lessons | have learned
about life, and about me, and my connection
with God have all come from the Twelve Step
Program. | have never left the church. | love
church, butit is a different church to me now
because | have different reasons for being
there.

Ed and | are married twenty-one years
now. Last year we had some serious trouble
in our marriage. Ed came here to East Ridge
with a friend, and | thought, “He’s gone to East
Ridge. God keep him there.” Well, he came
back a different person. | have withessed and
seen the power of God in another human be-
ing. The change that has taken palace in our
home and our marriage — | am in awe. It is
truly marvelous to see. | am so grateful that |
got to come here this weekend and meet you
all and feel and see the love and the connec-
tion to God and the peace. | would love to
thank all the people here for showing me this
outpouring of love.

We are told to “watch,” and this involves a
very fas cinating and terrific thing that a person
can do. That is to watch in a specific, traditional
way for deeply traditional things which, when
you read about them, sound like mysteries bur-
ied in Genesis. But when you come to look they
are actually present in our lives, twenty-four
hours a day, waking and sleeping, and for lack
of observing them we dream out our lives.

There are commingled in every human be-
ing two definite streams of influence. One is a
stream of influence emanating from a source
which the tradition calls the adversary. Do not
bug yourself with horns, hoofs, fallen angels, or
details of that kind. From a working standpoint,
the adversary is that in me which is careless,
ignorant, and destructive. Watch it. Do not say
it doesn't exist. If you are serious about becom-
ing God’s man or woman, get a look at what op-
poses the God-ward movement.

What is the adversary? When my child is
careless and without thought | push the child in
a harmful way — this is it. When a person steps
on my ego, and the dark fire flashes up, and my
mind clouds over, and | am filled with hatred —
this is it. When | am in a relationship with some-
body, and all of a sudden, without any real cause,
suspicions begin to speak — this is it.

The other thing that one observes is that
there are quite other forces working. There is a
force that is gentle and tender — not only men-
tally but in a feeling sense — and would not hurt
and would go out of its way to protect. This is in
everybody. It's in the damnedest criminals. Some
graduates from Sing Sing whom | know are
among the world’s tenderest people. The tender-
ness, the gentleness is in all.

Leave aside “good” and “evil” if you don't like
the terms. But discriminate between the re-
deemer and the adversary in oneself. And don't
try to make it mystical. You are either acting
under the influence of that which lies — the
brother-killer, the adversary which has insinu-
ated itself into your life — or you are acting un-
der the influence of he who is truth and love
and life and consciousness — who is God. The
idea that God is far way is one of the great tri-
umphs of the adversary.

The Power of Consent

We have these faculties of observation. We
have these faculties of discrimination. And we
have another faculty which is nearest to God
himself — the faculty of consent. Do you con-
sent or do you not? Do you let things go by de-

fault? Which way is the soul being swayed? If it
goes by default, you have consented by default.
If you were angry, don't say afterwards that it
came on without you knowing it. There is al-
ways a place in the mind where, if one is awake,
one can say no. A person who has abused and
neglected the power of consent may not be able
to make it effective, but if he will pick up this
power and begin to say — to lying and murder-
ing and violence and ugliness — “No, no, | do not
consent; | will not give my consent,” the power
of the adversary begins to weaken.

We determine our life. The poor Creator gets
blamed for all the messes we make. It isn’'t the
Creator who has made the mess; we have made
the mess by sleeping at the switch, by default
where we should have either consented or for-
bidden, and by stupid consent to things that no
human being should ever consent to. We are
never released from the responsibility of con-
senting. We either consent to evil or to good. This
is the great drama of human life. It is not con-
fined to any sect, denomination, or peculiarity.
It runs not only through the sacred history of
mankind but the secular. It is the theme of ev-
ery soap opera as well as every great work of art.
It is not something that any of us can avoid.

In My Own Dark Fire

| think it is well to learn the anatomy of the
adversary and to learn to see it in oneself. It is
spelled out in Christian tradition in the seven
capital sins: pride, greed, lust, anger, gluttony,
envy, sloth. Here is something it is well to medi-
tate on and to observe in oneself.

When am | being proud? When am | arrogat-
ing to myself being and life? When am | regard-
ing myself as my own fountain? How often am |
running around assuming that this conscious-
ness in which I move and live and have my be-
ing is mine? — because it's not. What do you
have that is not a gift? The answer is nothing.
To take this body as mine, to take this con-
sciousness as mine, to take this life as mine is
arrogance — pride — ignorance. And the rest of
the stream flows from it.

Greed springs up immediately — the desire
for more than | need. Since | am my own foun-
tain, let me feed the fountain. |1 no longer walk
in the light of the sun coming to me. | walk in
my own light, in my own dark fire.

Then follows lust. Desire is the root of cre-
ation, but it is a fire. It must burn, and if it does
not burn in love it is hellish. Don’t worry about
it in the world. Watch your own loveless desires.
“I know this will hurt somebody, but | want it —
| need it.”
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And then the culminating horror — anger,
the brother killer. “You threaten me? You really
do? And this is a serious issue? Well, I'll see
about that.” Do not say this is some small thing.
This is an infection we all carry.

Gluttony is where things are now downbhill
very badly. The others were kind of spiritual. But
now | wish merely to stuff this flesh beyond its
means because it gives me a little pleasure. And
since | have lost joy | am now a prisoner of plea-
sure, and | poison myself with this miserable
abuse of the function of nutrition.

Then there is envy, where | am made un-
happy by your success.

And at last comes sloth. | think if you watch
you will see it as the most terrible of all. Sloth is
not just laziness. It is a sinking into inability to
function even if one wishes. | would say of my
experiences in life it is the worst. | reached a
place where | desired very much to function in
essential ways and could not because of sloth.

The Virtue tha SeesThings Whole

Then | think one needs to know the anatomy
of good, of logos, of the redeemer. And it is just
the contrast. Humility is not merely the absence
of pride. Humility is a positive, shiny, lovely vir-
tue that sees things whole and oneself whole in
it and knows the whole. Humility is holy. Hu-
mility is relief from this nightmare that | am
God —oreven if a very little god, still a god, ruler
in this roost if nowhere else. Humility sees that
| am ruler nowhere except by God'’s suffering and
unfit to rule except in God. That is humility; it
is not a low view of oneself. Humility is the res-
toration to one’s original dignity and salvation
from the insanity of self-reverence.

Generosity, the opposite of greed, is not mere
absence of greed. It is a positive movement up.
“You need something | can supply; it is a joy for
me to do so. I'm not your benefactor; give me the
benefaction of being able to help you.” That's the
spirit. How little of it we exercise! It is the spirit
of Christ, the spirit of God, the giving even when
one has nothing. When Christ had nothing left,
not even the rags of his self-respect among the
Jews, he at least had enough generosity to try
to speak a good word for those who were doing
him in.

The opposite of lust — loveless desire — is
purity. But nobody wants purity because “itisn’t
any fun.” | witness to you that the fun only be-
gins when there is some purity. Lust is not any
fun. It has a little of the fire in it, and it kills
and smudges and rots itself. Joy only begins
where there is some purity. And purity only ex-
ists where the spirit of God is. Watch for your
instincts of purity, your instincts not to dirty the

nest — the nest of your home, the nest of your
family, the nest of your marriage, the nest of
your body, especially the nest of your conscious-
ness and your soul. Nothing in itself is dirty. Filth
and impurity are questions of things out of place.
Watch and learn to recognize purity.

The corrective for anger is not damming it
back. The corrective for anger is love. | am sorry
if the word and the condition are confused. But |
am speaking from long and tiresome experience
as an old-time angry fellow. You can get a reign
on this donkey, but he is never really straight-
ened out until he gets some love in the picture.
And therefore one must find one’s way, not to
the things that are mislabeled love, but to the
burning, lovely thing itself which comes from
the heart of God and nowhere else. Love is the
radical cure — the apex of the activity of the
redeemer.

And then there follows the cure for these sad
and shameful things. Gluttony is cured by self-
restraint, but people try to cure that without hav-
ing become loving. Nobody can be a disciplined
man until he has entered into the power of God.
We cannot discipline ourselves. We need the re-
deemer to discipline us.

The cure for envy is selflessness, which
sounds negative but isn’t. Selflessness is libera-
tion. It is the most uninteresting of all the quali-
ties to hear about and the most thrilling of all to
experience. Selflessness is simply to be let out
of the prison of self — the prison, for me, of Pow-
ers. Powers doesn'’t disappear; the prison sud-
denly becomes a temple. When | am out of the
prison, your success is as great a joy to me as
my own.

A Four Letter Word CalledWork

The last one is a very odd one. We seem to
go from the sublime to the ridiculous. The cure
for sloth is a four-letter word called “work.” And
by God, late in my life, | am beginning to dis-
cover what work is, and to realize that my life
has been dragged out with the inability to work,
and that it is among the redeemer’s crowning
gifts to us that we are restored to the capacity and
the love and the ability to work. Get out and do it.
This to me is such a precious gift — the capacity
to get with the creation in one proper place, to
function in it, to see my job as exciting, to work —
and to do right work, not a lot of crazy activity
mislabeled work.

These are not things up on a mountain. These
are not things that you dream about. These are
things anyone and everyone may observe in them-
selves if they will — and not if they won't. But no
one can escape the responsibility for deciding.

and all I do now is put the plug in the jug. I'm
making a zillion dollars a year, and | got thir-
teen wives back and fifty-seven honorary po-
sitions. Life in the Program is great.” Life in
the Program can be less than a bed of roses.
But | have found that the circumstances of
life are not what made me drink in the first
place, and they do not need to make me mis-
erable or drunk today. The important ques-
tion is, “What is my relationship with the life
of the spirit?”

When you become a successful recovered
member of one of the Anonymous Fellow-
ships, you can be just as big a pile of garbage
as you were as an active addict, if you are
not adequately getting your life transformed
by active, daily work in the life of the spirit.
And | keep coming back to that, not to tell
you how rough and tough it is — | want to tell
you how much fun itis. If it wasn’t that much
fun, | wouldn’t have gone to all those open
meetings all my teen age years. And in the
years after I'd kicked the Program over and run
away, | wouldn't have  been so haunted by the
vision of it that | finally couldn’t pour enough
booze on it to hide from myself the fact that |
had made a huge mistake.

An AA Christmas Rty

There was nobody who liked a good time
better than Bill Wilson. There was nobody who
enjoyed life more than the guys and gals |
knew in the Chappaqua, NY, group of AA. God,
they were a funny group. There was a little
fat guy in that group named Brad Rickets, and
every year they had a Christmas party where
he would dress up as Santa Claus. He came
in with a pillow for a fat belly, a funny little
hat, and a pair of striped pants like the old-
fashioned baseball players used to wear. And
on his backside was a thing that said, “AA
Class of '41,” and underneath it was a piece
of mistletoe. Plain, honest fun is available to
you in this Program, and don’t forget it.

When you and | got our recoveries in AA,
we left earth and entered the kingdom of
heaven. It was very temporary. We were back
down to earth and getting our bumps before
long. But we got free from the killing desire
to take a drink by entering the kingdom of
heaven. And we have to re-enter it regularly,
or we will be nuts again.

You can make a new start today, and go
to God for a real spiritual experience, so that
you can live in the same spirit that Bill and
the early AA guys were writing from in the
early chapters of the Big Book. God — the
Higher Power — wants you to meet him to-
day, and you can’t unless you leave earth.
This is not essentially about being a chest-
beating, woolly-bosomed, tough spiritual ath-
lete. You have simply got to spend enough
time in the direct company of the Higher
Power that you do, in a real sense, enter the
kingdom of heaven.

What does this mean, practically? Build
a meaningful daily quiet time into your life.
That is vastly important. | heard a guy re-
cently give a great AA talk. He told how he
was miserable in AA, and then he got this
terrific sponsor who took him through the
Steps. He was doing this heroic stuff with
inventory and restitution. But when he got
to meditation — here’s a guy who’s been do-
ing this high-octane thing for over two years
— how much meditation was he doing? Just
two to three minutes a day. Now, | ask you, if
you're trying to build a relationship with
someone, do you say, “l want to be pals with
you, Bert. I want to talk to you for about thirty
seconds every day. Then get lost. After two
years we're going to build up to a couple of
minutes. Then you can get lost.”? It's absurd.

Some people take it in the other direc-
tion. One of my sponsor’s early influences
was a man named Gerald Heard. Heard, who
was a brilliant guy, was having a hard time
getting waked up spiritually. And his spon-
sor said to him, “If you will simply meditate
for three-and-a-half hours every day, you will
get into this enlightened state that you want.”
And he did. Ramana Maharshi said you
should do an hour and a half.

Real God Stuff

My sponsor’s last advice was very much
more lenient, and | think it is more suited
to our modern minds, which are often dam-
aged by the drugs and booze we've ingested
and all the time we’ve spent in front of tele-
visions and computers. He said to take an
hour a day and break it into three chunks of
twenty minutes each. Go to a quiet, undis-
turbed place. Study some kind of Program lit-
erature for the first twenty minutes. This
could be scripture, or some of these other
great sources like The Practice of the Presence
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Practical T ips for Working the Pr ogram

How to Succeed with Step Ten:
Keep it Simple — But Keep it Current

Step Ten . . . suggests we continue to take personal inventory and continue to set right any new
mistakes as we go along. We vigorously commenced this way of living as we cleaned up the past. We
have entered the world of the Spirit. Our next function is to grow in understanding and effectivness.
This is not an overnight matter. It should continue for our lifetime.

— AA Big Book, p. 84

Step Ten says: “We continued to take personal inventory and when we
were wrong promptly admitted it.” At the most basic level, this Step entails
two uncomplicated practices:

(1) during the day, if situations come up involving conflict or stress, do
not automatically self-justify or blame others; instead, whenever the situation
seems to warrant it, be prepared to admit your fault — to yourself and to
anyone else who has a need or a right to know. This one small attitude,
adopted as a policy over a period of time, can do more to increase one’s inner
serenity and stability than almost anything else on earth.

And (2) at the end of each day, before going to bed, take a minute or two
— no more — to go back over the events of the day in your mind and admit to
yourself and God any mistakes you have made as a result of character de-
fects. Ask God’s forgiveness. Resolve to make amends if appropriate — and
go to sleep in peace after saying a small prayer of thanks for another day of
sobriety.

When you start to work this way, you will
find that what Dom Chapman says is true:
“With prayer, the more you do the better it
goes.” And another thing my sponsor said to
